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Woman Arraigned for Assault after
Argument over Dogs

Mount Clemens, MI - On Wednesday, May 17, 2023, 33 year old Angela Andrews of Macomb

was arraigned in connection with an argument over dogs.

It is alleged that on Tuesday, May 16, 2023, Angela Andrews and another woman entered into

an argument over their dogs. During the argument Andrews ran into her house to get a firearm

and pointed it at the victim.

Angela Andrews is charged with Assault with a Deadly Weapon a four year felony and Felony

Firearm which carries a mandatory two years in prison. Andrews was arraigned in 41-A Shelby

District Court by Magistrate Verploeg. Magistrate Verploeg set bond at $10,000.00 cash/surety

only.

The probable cause hearing is scheduled for Tuesday, May 30, 2023 at 1:30 pm and the

preliminary exam is scheduled for Monday, June 5, 2023 at 3:00pm in 41-A Shelby District Court.

“In this case, a dispute over dogs escalated to the defendant pointing a gun at the victim. The

alleged actions of the defendant are serious and the consequences are severe. We will not

tolerate gun violence in Macomb County,” said Macomb County Prosecutor Peter J. Lucido.

We are committed to achieving

justice and following the laws of the State of Michigan. All that are accused of a crime are

presumed innocent until proven guilty in a court of law.
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
