Circuit Court for Stealing iPhones From Truck Driver
at Gunpoint

County Circuit Court in connection with an armed robbery in Clinton Twp.

It is alleged that on January 13, 2023, Myron Johnson confronted a truck driver delivering
iPhones and demanded the packages. The defendant showed the victim a handgun and the
victim gave Johnson the packages.

“"Our community will never accept acts of violence and intimidation. We stand united in our
commitment to protect the safety and well-being of our residents. The defendant will face the
appropriate legal consequences as we seek justice for the victim and send a strong message
that armed robberies will not be tolerated.” said Macomb County Prosecutor Peter J. Lucido.

Myron Johnson was bound over on charges of armed robbery (a life felony), and felony firearm
(two year mandatory felony). The Macomb County Circuit Court arraignment is scheduled for
July 24, 2023 at 1:30 pm in front of Macomb County Circuit Court Judge Kathryn Viviano.
