TRAUMA SMART

Macomb Community Action Head Start 0-5 received a grant in February 2017, for $125,000 to administer
Trauma Smart for our program staff.

e Improves the work environment for teachers and school personnel

e Creates practical and enduring change for children, families, and communities

FREE TAX SERVICES

Macomb County Veterans Services and the Accounting Aid Society provide free tax preparation services to low-
income residents. Macomb Community Action partnered with both agencies to open a Volunteer Income Tax
Assistance (VITA) site at the Macomb County Family Resource Center
in Mount Clemens and the Max Thompson Family Resource Center in
Warren. The Macomb County Veterans Services VITA site offered evening
and weekend hours, complementing the Accounting Aid Society VITA
site, which offered services during the day. The VITA program assists
with tax refunds and credits that are commonly accessed by low-income
people, ensuring that refunds and credits are maximized. Macomb
Community Action provided the facility, staffing, and volunteer support,
along with appointment scheduling and promotion of services. In 2017,
approximately 1,729 tax returns were filed resulting in over $2.2 million
in refunds and credits.
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WALK FOR WARMTH

Walk for Warmth raises funds to assist low-income
residents with heat-related emergencies like paying utility
bills or replacing a broken furnace. With the help of our
sponsors and community participants, the 27th annual
Walk for Warmth event raised $17,500. All of the event's
proceeds benefited Macomb County residents.

MOBILE FOOD PANTRY

Thanks to a $75,000 Healthy Food Connect grant, low-income seniors and children in Macomb County have
access to more fresh fruits and vegetables through a fresh-food mobile pantry. This initiative is in partnership with
Macomb Community Action, the Macomb Food Program, United Way for Southeast Michigan and Ford Motor
Company. Healthy Food Connect grants support projects
that are collaborative, innovative and directly linked to food
and health.

18,000 pounds of fresh fruits and vegetables have been
distributed to over 1,700 individuals since its inception on
May 17, 2017.

The Macomb Food Program provides immediate relief to those in need of food through a network of over 50 pantries and
hunger relief organizations. In 2016-17, the Food Program provided assistance to over 240,000 hungry residents including

veterans, seniors, families with children and the homeless.

The Macomb Food Program operates as a non-profit 501 (c)(3)
organization and relies heavily on community support. All of the
proceeds raised (100 %), through donations and fundraising efforts,
are used to purchase food to supplement donated goods and to
ensure pantry shelves are stocked.

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HEAD START PROGRAM

Head Start programs promote school readiness of children ages birth to five from low-income families by
supporting their development in a comprehensive way. School readiness is foundational across early childhood
systems and programs. It means children are ready for school, families are ready to support their children's
learning, and schools are ready for children. Head Start views school readiness as children possessing the skills,
knowledge, and attitudes necessary for success in school and for later learning and life. Physical, cognitive,
social, and emotional development are all essential ingredients of school readiness. All classrooms/homes
use a developmentally appropriate early childhood curriculum called Creative Curriculum that measures child
outcomes using Teaching Strategies GOLD.

Head Start provides services to three and four-
year-old children through classrooms located
in public school buildings, churches, and family
resource centers.

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MEALS ON WHEELS

Meals on Wheels is designed to reach older adults who are homebound and unable to prepare meals for
themselves. Ourvolunteers deliver a locally prepared, hot nutritious meal, directly to the seniors’ door. Thisis not
just a “hot meal” but an opportunity to provide human contact and reducing instances of isolation, depression,
and anxiety. This visit also allows volunteers to report any threats or risks to the seniors’ home environments.

Annually, Macomb County participates in the national
March for Meals campaign. Every March beginning in 2002,
Meals on Wheels programs come together to celebrate
this proven collaboration of local community organizations,
businesses, all levels of government and compassionate
individuals to ensure that our seniors are not forgotten.
