When almost 4 inches of rain fell last June on Eastpointe and St. Clair Shores, our staff at the
Chapaton Pump Station on Nine Mile Road at Jefferson Avenue worked hard to manage the flow of
combined sanitary sewage and storm water runoff and were able to prevent basement flooding in
thousands of homes.
