The following provides a status update for construction work completed within the 8 ½ Mile Relief Drain 
Drainage District (8MRDDD) for the previous month. 
 

Wet Weather Operations 
 
There were no wet weather events for the month of November.  
 

Chapaton Basin and 9 Mile Drain Structural Repairs Project 
 
Contractor: Pullman 
 
Engineering Consultant: NTH 
 
Project Description: 
 

This project consists of performing concrete repairs within the Chapaton RTB (constructed in 
1968) and the 9-Mile Drain (constructed in 1926).  Recent inspections were performed and 
various types of repairs in numerous locations were noted in the reports.  Repairs primarily 
consist of chipping away damaged concrete, prepping the reinforcing steel and remaining 
concrete surfaces, and installing a specialized concrete product flush to adjacent surfaces. 

 
Significant project tasks that have occurred over the past month: 
 

1. Completed additional repairs in the Chapaton Aeration Chamber east of the weir wall. 
2. Performed site cleanup and began preparing close-out documents

Subject:  Change Order #6 Approval Request for As‐Needed Engineering Services – Fishbeck 
 
In early 2019, a competitive bid was issued on MITN for consultants to submit a Statement of Qualifications 
and Rate Schedule for as‐needed engineering services. The Board approved the recommendation to award a 
contract to FTCH with an overall budget of $198,919.00. The three drain districts known as the 8.5 Mile Drain 
Drainage District (8MRDDD), Martin Sanitary Diversion Drainage District (MSDDD), and Southeast Macomb 
Wastewater Drain System (SEMCWDS) were all included in this. That budget was allocated out as follows: 
 

 8MRDDD = $151,919 

 MSDDD = $37,000 

 SEMCWDS = $10,000 
 
Since the original contract, the 8 ½ Mile and Martin drain boards have awarded change orders 1 through 5 
for various projects which are described below.  
 

 Change Order 1 = Increase in general as‐needed funds by $100,000. 

 Change Order 2 = Martin Flushing Improvements Design in the amount of $69,960. 

 Change Order 3 = Chapaton RTB and 9 Mile Structural Repairs CCA in the amount of $128,732. 

 Change Order 4 = Martin In‐System Storage Design in the amount of $358,720 (SEMSD funding). 

 Change Order 5 = Martin Flushing Improvements CCA in the amount of $90,000. 
 
The 2021/2022 SE Macomb budgets allocated a total of $115,000 for As‐Needed Engineering Services for the 
3 drain districts. The budgeted split was broken out as follows: 

 

 8MRDDD = $75,000 

 MSDDD = $25,000 

 SEMCWDS = $15,000 
 
This general as‐needed work is used for a variety of tasks to support the MCPWO in the SE Macomb Drain 
Districts. The current funds which were last increased as part of Change Order 1 are low and in need of an 
increase.  
 
The MCPWO Engineering staff has determined a need to allocate additional funds to the As‐Needed 
Engineering Consultant Fishbeck. The attached change order will allocate an additional $115,000 to Fishbeck 
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broken out as shown in the budget breakdown above per district. The As‐Needed Engineering Services 
contracts have allowed the MCPWO Engineering staff to quickly and efficiently obtain services for smaller 
tasks.   
 
MCPWO has reviewed the new 2022 rates and compared them to the 2020 rates that were on file. Overall it 
is about a 6.2% increase over a two‐year period. This is a fair increase and the overall rates are in line or even 
lower than other firms that we have contracts with.  
 
A draft copy of the change order has been attached for reference. On behalf of the MCPWO Engineering 
staff please approve this request to allocate $115,000 to Fishbeck and update to their 2022 rates as Change 
Order #6 on the 8MRDDD as‐needed contract.

Subject:  8-1/2 In-System Storage 
 
The Macomb County Public Works Office (MCPWO) solicited bids on the Michigan Inter-governmental Trade 
Network (MITN) for the construction of an In-System Storage Device in the 8-1/2 Mile Relief Drain Drainage 
District (8MRDDD).  The primary focus of the project is the construction of an access shaft and installation of 
the In-System Storage Device at Beaconsfield and Oak in Eastpointe. This project will achieve an additional 
3.5 million gallons of storage within the 8.5 Mile Relief tunnel. This volume will equate out to approximately 
a 15% reduction in average annual overflow volumes.  
 
The Request for Bid (RFB) was issued on MITN from 10-19-21 to 12-02-21. A total of 52 vendors downloaded 
the project documents. A total of two Addendums were issued during the open bid period. On 12-1-21 bids 
were received from Ric-Man Construction, Oscar Renda Contracting, Christman Constructors Inc., Weiss 
Construction, and L. D’Agostini & Sons. A summary of the bid results is shown in the table below. The design 
engineer, Tetra Tech and their subconsultants, have reviewed each of the bids. The design team discussed 
the bid tabulation with the apparent low bidder, Weiss Construction, to verify the full scope of services was 
considered in the bid. Tetra Tech has confirmed the bid is reasonable for the scope of services described in 
the construction drawings and specifications. The most recent Engineer’s opinion of probable cost is 
$9,371,000.   
 
There will be a change order to Tetra Tech to cover the cost for Construction Contact Administration (CCA) 
services presented at a later Board meeting.

Bids for the In-System Storage Project were opened on December 1, 2021.  Five bids were 

received and the results are tabulated on the attachment. 

 

The lowest bid was received from Weiss Construction Company, LLC of Novi for 

$9,673,200.  This bid is very close to Tetra Tech’s opinion of cost of $9,371,000.  Both Tetra 

Tech and the Public Works staff have worked with Weiss on previous projects with favorable 

results.  Tetra Tech has called other references provided by Weiss and has received favorable 

reviews of their work. 

 

In conversations with Weiss to discuss their bid, Tetra Tech learned that a key member of 

Weiss’ staff installed similar devices that are present on GLWA’s system, including working 

with the same in-system gate vendor personnel proposed for this project.  We feel this 

experience and relationships will be beneficial to the project. 

 

Tetra Tech is pleased with the number of bids, the quality of contractors who bid, and the 

amount of the low bid within the current competitive construction market.  Tetra Tech 

concludes that Weiss is the lowest responsive bidder and recommends the 8-1/2 Mile Drain 

Drainage District award the project to Weiss Construction Company, LLC. 

 

This is a complex project and unforeseen conditions could result.  For this reason, Tetra Tech 

recommends that the District plan on a 5% contingency to this contract amount.
