RECOGNIZE THE SIGNS OF ABUSE

ABUSE - Harm or threatened harm to an adult’s health or
welfare caused by another person

NEGLECT - The inability or failure to provide adequate food,
shelter, clothing, medical care, etc.

EXPLOITATION - The misuse of an adult’s funds, property or
personal dignity (e.g., humiliation, objectification, degradation,
dehumanization) by another person

ABUSE, NEGLECT, AND EXPLOITATION

Notify the Michigan Department of Health and Human
Services Adults Protective Services at (855) 444-3911 if
exploitation occurred in:

« Aprivate residence
« Anunlicensed setting (i.e., assisted living facility)
e An adult foster care home

« A home for the aged; or

from the nursing home

DOCUMENT IT, REPORT IT

Take photographs and written notes on: what you observed, *
when you observed it, who was present, and any further '
information that may be of assistance. P

Immediately report incidents in the nursing home to'the
administrator, the director of nursing or the charge nurseor’
the health care facility.
