The meeting was open to public participation, then closed, there being no comments from the 
public. 
 
Mr. Downing updated the Board about a sinkhole found on the Bear Creek at 26139 Albert Drive 
in Warren. During inspection, it was discovered that it was caused by a failed structure connected 
to the west box of the Bear Creek drain.  MCPWO directed Robert Clancy Contracting to perform 
an investigation at a cost of $3,014 and provide a proposal for the repair. The proposal amount 
for repair was $33,830. The total cost for the investigation and repair was $36,844. He then 
presented photos of the sinkhole. 
 
A motion was made by Ms. Miller, supported by Mr. Nash to receive and file the report regarding 
the investigation and emergency repair of the failed manhole structure at 26139 Albert Street and 
authorize payment to Robert Clancy Contracting for $36,844.

Daylighting plans have been brought to our office for review, EGLE also needs to review the 
plans. They don’t expect to start the daylighting until 2025.  
 
There being no further business, it was moved by Mr. Nash supported by Ms. Miller that the 
meeting of the Bear Creek Inter-County Drainage Board be adjourned.

Subject:  Sinkhole Repair – 24266 Eureka 
 
The MCPWO was notified of a sinkhole located in the rear yard of the residence at 24266 Eureka Avenue in 
Warren. More generally, the location is west of Mound and south of 10 Mile Road.  Upon investigation it was 
determined that the sinkhole was caused by a failed lateral CMP connection at a catch basin structure that is 
connected to the Bear Creek Drain. There are pictures of this sinkhole provided below for reference. The 
investigation revealed the need for the replacement of the structure and lateral connection of approximately 
60-feet of 12-inch CMP. 
 
The MCPWO requested a quote from Robert Clancy Contracting, a pre-qualified contractor, to perform the 
necessary repairs. The repairs include removal and replacement of 60-feet of 12-inch CMP with 12-inch RCP 
and the catch basin structure. Robert Clancy Contracting was selected based on their immediate availability 
to start the repair and their proposal (attached for reference) has been reviewed by MCPWO personnel. 
 
 
 
The action is that the Bear Creek Drain Drainage District Board authorize Robert Clancy Contracting to 
replace the failed CMP and manhole structure at 24266 Eureka Avenue for the lump sum amount of
