REMONUMENTATION

The Macomb County Remonumentation Program, established in 1992, embarked on a schedule
of replacing, restoring and maintaining all public land survey monuments in Macomb County.
These monuments are used by Land Surveyors to determine property line boundaries, road
alignments, subdivision layouts, as well as, the location of commercial and industrial property.

The Remonumentation Program is funded 100 percent by the State of Michigan, Department of
Licensing and Regulatory Affairs. The Remonumentation Program is a perpetual program that
allows for the continuous maintenance of corner monuments. This program will preserve the
efforts realized in resurveying public land corners by ensuring the monuments remain in their
proper location.

The first and last survey of the State was commissioned in 1815 and took approximately 40 years
to complete. Original markers were 4-foot long wooden posts. Most of the original markers have
been removed due to road construction and development. The wooden posts have also
deteriorated over time; nonetheless, some of the original monuments have been recovered by
following in the footsteps of the original surveyors and through careful excavation.

The contracted surveying firms have researched, monumented and approved a total of 2,107
GLO section corners, private claim corners and property-controlling corners in Macomb County
through December 31, 2013. The surveyors have also established 93 Global Positioning System
(GPS) monuments and placed State Plane Coordinate values on 988 corner monuments. The
GPS monuments and State Plane Coordinate values placed on the corner monuments provide
reference points for computerized mapping.

Three Continuous Operating Reference Stations (CORS) have been installed as well. The
stations are located in New Haven, Warren and Washington Township. CORS is monitored and
maintained by the Michigan Department of Transportation and has provided the most accurate
GPS data in the world.

The 2014 Remonumentation Program will fund the research and monumentation of 35 corners
and place 104 State Plane Coordinate values on corner monuments.

FACTS AND PROVISION / LEGAL REQUIREMENTS:

The Macomb County Remonumentation Program purchased three (3) CORS stations at $37,500. each; one (1) in 2004 and two (2)
in 2005. The purchases were funded through an annual grant provided to the Remonumentation Program by the State of Michigan,
Office of Land Survey and Remonumentation.

The Remonumentation Grant and its work program had been approved and accepted by the Macomb County Board of
Commissioners since the County Plan inception in 1993 through 2012 and done in accordance with Public Act No. 345 of 1990 as
amended. After 2012, the Office of the County Executive approves and accepts the Remonumentation Grant funds.

IMPACT ON CURRENT SERVICES (PROJECTS):

MDOT ownership of the CORS stations will benefit Macomb County businesses such as agriculture and land
surveying. The hardware and software upgrades made by MDOT will provide the most current and accurate
GPS data accessible to Macomb County consumers.

This data is used by the farming industry to guide tractors accurately through field locations resulting in larger
yields per acre. Land surveyors use GPS data daily to perform land surveys for commercial, industrial and
residential clients and the Remonumentation Program uses the data to locate section corners.
